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Highlights 
 

 
1. Reduced time to assess plans of bidding investor selection  

 
This is the content of Decree No. 25/2020/ND-CP, detailing implementation 
of a number of articles of the Tendering Law regarding investor selection 
issued by the Government on 28 February 2020. 

Accordingly, the maximum time to assess plans of investor selection is 20 days 
as from the date of receipt of the complete dossiers. 

Thus, the time for assessing plans of investor selection has been shortened by 
10 days compared to the current regulations in Decree No. 30/2015/ND-CP 
dated 17 March 2015. 

Time frames for some other steps of the process of investor selection remain 
the same, for example: 

(a) The maximum time for approving plans of investor selection is 10 days 
as from the date of receiving assessment report. 

(b) The time for preparing prequalification dossiers is at least 30 days, 
from the first day of request for prequalification to the closing date 
(investors must submit the prequalification dossier before the closing 
date). 

This Decree shall take effect on 20 April 2020 and shall replace Decree 
No.30/2015/ND-CP dated 17 March 2015. 
 

2. Export of medical masks only allowed for aid purpose  
 
The Government has just issued Resolution No. 20/NQ-CP dated 28 
February 2020, on export permits for medical masks during the COVID-19 
epidemic prevention and control time. 

Accordingly, exports of medical masks for the purpose of international aid and 
assistance provided by the Vietnamese Government will be permitted (at 
maximum of 25% of output for export, 75% of output for domestic epidemic 
prevention and control). 

The above provisions do not apply to export activities of: 

(a) Export processing enterprises already granted with investment 
registration certificates; 

(b) Enterprises processing medical masks for foreign traders under 
processing contracts signed prior to 2 March 2020. 
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The Ministry of Health shall take the lead, and coordinate with the Ministry of 
Industry and Trade and the Ministry of Finance in promulgating dossiers and 
order of and procedures for granting export licenses for medical masks in the 
time of COVID-19 epidemic prevention and control. 
 

3. Conditions for announcing the end of Covid-19 epidemic 
 
On 26 February 2020, the Prime Minister issued Decision 
No.07/2020/QD-TTg, on amendments to a number of articles of Decision 
No.02/2016/QD-TTg, regulating conditions for announcement of infectious 
disease epidemics and their end. 

Accordingly, the average incubation time and time of not diagnosing new 
cases of Covid-19 are taken as the basis for announcing the end of the 
epidemics as follows: 

(a) The average incubation period for Covid-19 is 14 days; 
(b) The time of not diagnosing new cases of Covid-19 is 28 days (the time 

is counted from the date the latest case of diagnosis is quarantined at a 
medical establishment). 

The addition of Covid-19 to the list as well as the period of time of not 
diagnosing new cases of infection will be sufficient to provide a legal basis for 
announcing the end of epidemics occurring for the first time. 

This Decision took effect on the date of signing. 
 

4. Supreme People’s Court introduces eight new judicial 
precedents 
 
On 25 February 2019, the Supreme People’s Court has issued Decision 
No.50/QD-CA on publication of judicial precedents. 

The new Decision provides for eight new judicial precedents which will be 
applicable for trials as from 15 April 2020, including: 

(a) Judicial Precedent No. 30/2020/AL regarding intentional running over 
victims after road accidents. 

(b) Judicial Precedent No. 31/2020/AL on considering as property rights 
those to rent or purchase houses under the State ownership according to 
the Government’s Decree No. 61/CP dated 5 July 1994. 

(c) Judicial Precedent No. 32/2020/AL regarding the case in which a piece 
of land used by an individual who then migrates and settles abroad is 
now stably used and controlled by another person for a long time. 
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(d) Judicial Precedent No. 33/2020/AL regarding the case in which land 
had been allocated by the State to an individual who has been letting 
(an)other to stably use and control it for a long time. 

(e) Judicial Precedent No. 34/2020/AL regarding rights to make wills to 
determine value of land compensations in case of expropriation by the 
State with compensation. 

(f) Judicial Precedent No. 35/2020/AL regarding the case in which a 
Vietnamese person assigns agricultural land to another living in 
Vietnam before migrating. 

(g) Judicial Precedent No. 36/2020/AL regarding effectiveness of 
mortgages of land use rights in the case where land-use right 
certificates are withdrawn or revoked.  

(h) Judicial Precedent No. 37/2020/AL regarding effectiveness of property 
insurance contracts in the case where the insurance buyer pays the 
premium after the due date. 

This Decision took effect on the signing date. 
 

5. Drinking alcohol or beer is prohibited in some public places 
 
On 24 February 2020, the Government issued Decree No. 24/2020/ND-CP, 
detailing a number of articles of the Law on Prevention and Control of 
Alcohol and Beer Abuse ("Decree 24"). 

Accordingly, the new Decree adds public places where alcohol or beer 
drinking is not allowed to those specified in the Law on Prevention and Control 
of Alcohol and Beer Abuse, including: 

(a) Parks, except for a restaurant which is located within the park’s 
premises and has been licensed to trade alcohol or beer before 24 
February 2020. 

(b) Bus shelters. 
(c) Cinemas, theaters, cultural and sport facilities during the activities held 

based on their functions, tasks and main uses, except for food or 
cultural festivals using alcohol and beer. 

In addition, Decree 24 also provides for measures to prevent people under 18 
from approaching, accessing, searching information and purchasing alcohol 
and beer through retail sale of alcohol and beer via electronic commerce. 

This Decree shall take effect on 24 February 2020. 
 

6. New enterprises exempted from paying registration tax for 
their first business year 
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This is one of the highlighted contents of Decree No. 22/2020/ND-CP issued 
by the Government on 24 February 2020 (“Decree 22”), on amendments to 
Decree No. 139/2016/ND-CP, regulating registration tax. 

The new Decree adds more eligible subjects for exemption from registration 
tax for the first year of their establishment, production or business (from 
January 1 to December 31 of the calendar year), in particular: 

(a) New organizations with new tax identification numbers (TIN) and 
corporate identification numbers (CIN); 

(b) Family households, individuals or collectives starting their production 
or business for the first time; 

(c) Branches, representative offices and business locations of two above 
subjects which are established during the period of exemption of 
registration tax. 

Moreover, public general education institutions and preschool education 
institutions will also be exempted from registration tax according to this 
Decree. 

Decree 22 shall take effect on 25 February 2020. 
 

7. Cancellation of certain penalties in management of apartment 
buildings 
 
On 17 February 2020, the Government has promulgated Decree 
No.21/2020/ND-CP, amending Decree No. 139/2017/ND-CP, on 
administrative penalties for violations in the construction sector.  

According to the new Decree, penalties for the following violations of training 
in professional knowledge about management and operation of apartment 
buildings will be cancelled: 

(a) Providing training courses at places which are not those prescribed for 
training; 

(b) Using unqualified trainers as prescribed.  

If the violations occur before 1 April 2020 and decisions of administrative 
penalties for these violations have been issued by competent authorities, but 
have not yet been enforced, they will be enforced.  

If these violations have already been recorded in notices of administrative 
penalty or are found after 1 April 12020, administrative penalties will not be 
imposed. 

This Decree shall take effect on 1 April 2020. 
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8. Public officials or servants violating in dealing with 
administrative penalties can be forced to resign 
 
This is a prominent content in Decree No. 19/2020/ND-CP dated 12 
February 2020, on disciplinary investigation in enforcement of the laws on 
dealing with administrative violations. 

Accordingly, in the course of dealing with administrative violations, public 
officials or servants will be disciplined and forced to resign if they commit one 
of the following violations: 

(a) Keeping violation cases with criminal signs to deal as administrative 
violations; 

(b) Forging, falsifying records of dealing with administrative violations, 
dossiers of application of administrative measures; 

(c) Resisting or obstructing persons performing inspection tasks, 
intimidating or victimizing people who provide information and 
documents to inspection agencies and inspection teams, causing 
difficulties to inspection activities; 

(d) Abusing positions and powers to harass, demand, receive money or 
property from violators; tolerating, covering up, limiting the rights of 
administrative violators when dealing with administrative violations. 

This Decree shall take effect on 31 March 2020; particularly, the provisions of 
Chapter IV on disciplinary action in the implementation of the laws on dealing 
with administrative violations shall come into force on 1 July 2020. 
 

9. Marketing a map violating national sovereignty is fined up to 
VND 40 million 
 
On 11 February 2020, the Government issued Decree No. 18/2020/ND-CP, 
providing for sanctions against administrative violations in the fields of 
geodesy and cartography. 

According to the new regulations, individuals and organizations committing 
administrative violations in the fields of geodesy and cartography may be 
subject to one of the main sanctions, including warning and fine. The 
maximum fine level is VND 50 million for individuals and VND 100 million 
for organizations. 

In particular, the act of obstructing the geodesic or cartographic activities may 
be fined VND 5-10 million, the act of publishing the map showing incorrect 
national sovereignty may be fined VND 40-50 million, the act of marketing a 
map incorrectly showing the national sovereignty may be fined VND 30-40 
million. Meanwhile, the fine for individuals varying from VND 30 million to 
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VND40 million, for organizations varying from VND 60 million to VND80 
million may be imposed for one of the following violations: 

(a) Forging, falsifying data, geodetic and cartographic products in the 
implementation of schemes, projects, technical designs – cost 
estimates, geodetic and cartographic tasks; 

(b) Incorrectly representing national borders and territorial sovereignty on 
information, data, geodetic and cartographic products in the 
implementation of schemes, projects, technical designs - cost 
estimates, and geodetic and cartographic tasks; 

(c) Not using basic information, data, geodetic and cartographic products 
in the preparation and implementation of schemes, projects, technical 
designs - cost estimates, geodetic tasks and specialized maps; 

(d) Not using national geospatial data in performing planning tasks, and in 
formulating plans, programs, projects for socio-economic 
development, defense, security and other activities in service of 
management of the State. 

In addition, depending on the nature and severity of violations, organizations 
and individuals may be subject to one or more additional sanctions such as 
revocation of the right to use the licenses for geodetic or cartographic activity, 
certificates of measurement and mapping practicing for 3 to 12 months, 
confiscation of material evidences and/or means of administrative violations or 
deportation. 

This Decree shall take effect on 1 April 2020. 
 

10. Procedures for registering a title transfer of vehicle in the same 
or a different province 
 
On 11 February 2020, the Ministry of Public Security issued Decision 
No.933/QD-BCA-C08, publishing the amended administrative procedures in 
the field of registration and management of road motor vehicles, which took 
effect on the date of signing. 

Specifically, regulations on procedures for registration of title transfer of 
vehicles are made at 3 levels (central, provincial and district levels); in 
particular, the provincial-level procedures for title transfer of vehicles are as 
follows: 

(1) Registration of title transfer of a vehicle in the same province or 
centrally-run city with a vehicle that has been registered with the Traffic 
Police Division directly under the provincial-level Public Security, now to 
be transferred to a new owner in that province. 

Step 1: Preparation of dossier, including: 
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(a) Declaration of vehicle registration (Form No. 02). 
(b) Payment document of Registration fee. 
(c) Document proof on transfer of ownership of the vehicle. 
(d) Vehicle owner's documentation. 

Step 2: Submission of 1 set of documents at the Section receiving dossiers and 
returning results at the headquarters of the Traffic Police Division or the places 
for vehicle registration at the Division. 

(a) Fees will be collected according to Circular 
No.229/2016/TT-BTC dated 11 November 2016. 

(b) The person completing the procedures will receive: 

(i) Number plate (in case the number plate has 3, 4 digits or 
more, it will be returned for a 5-digit number plate as 
soon as the valid vehicle registration dossier is received. 

(ii) A vehicle registration certificate which shall be issued 
to the new owner within no more than 2 days from the 
date of receiving the valid dossier. 

(2) Title transfer and vehicle relocation to another province or 
centrally-run city for a vehicle that has been registered with the Traffic 
Police division of provincial-level Public Security, now to be changed to a 
new owner in another province under the title transfer. 

In this case, the procedure must be performed in 2 provinces or cities (for 
example, if two parties conduct the sale and purchase of a vehicle, the 
procedure must be carried out in two provinces where the buyer and seller have 
household registration) to complete the title transfer. 

** Seller shall carry out the procedure at the place where the vehicle 
registration certificate has been issued: 

Step 1: Preparation of documents, including: 

(a) 2 declarations of title transfer and vehicle relocation (Form 
No.04). 

(b) Document proof of transfer of ownership. 
(c) Vehicle registration certificate and number plate. 
(d) Documents of the buyer or person to whom the vehicle is 

transferred, gifted or given. 

Step 2: Submission of the dossier at the Section receiving dossiers and 
returning results at the headquarters of the Traffic Police Division of the Public 
Security of the province or centrally-run city or the places for vehicle 
registration focal at the Division. 
The person carrying out the procedure will receive a dossier for title transfer 
and vehicle relocation without fee. 
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** Buyer must perform the procedure at the place where the vehicle shall be 
relocated to: 

Step 1: Preparation of the dossier: 

(a) Declaration of vehicle registration (Form 02). 
(b) Payment document of registration fee. 
(c) Declaration of title transfer and vehicle relocation. 
(d) Document of title transfer and vehicle relocation, accompanied 

by document of vehicle ownership transfer and the vehicle's 
original dossier. 

(e) Vehicle owner's documentation. 

Step 2: Submission of 1 set of documents at the section receiving dossiers and 
returning results at the headquarters of the Traffic Police Division of the Public 
Security of a province or centrally-run city or the places for vehicle registration 
at the Division. 

The person carrying out the procedure will be granted with a number plate and 
new vehicle registration certificate at a fee as prescribed in Circular 
No.229/2016/TT-BTC dated 11 November 2016. 

Note: It is required to carry out the procedure for title transfer at the same 
locality where a vehicle is granted with a number plate and vehicle registration 
certificate; for example: 

(a) For motor vehicles registered and issued with number plates by the 
Traffic Police Division of provincial-level Public Security, the 
procedure for title transfer shall be carried out according to the 
above-mentioned provincial-level administrative procedure. 

(b) For motorcycles (motorbikes) which was registered and issued with 
number plates by the Traffic Police Division of provincial-level Public 
Security by the provincial-level Public Security, title transfer shall 
follow the provincial-level administrative procedure; In case of 
motorcycles registered and issued with number plates by district-level 
Public Security, district-level administrative procedure must be carried 
out. 

 
11. Six subjects who are not suspected of being infected with 

corona virus but need to be quarantined at home 
 
On 7 February 2020, the Ministry of Health issued Decision 
No.345/QD-BYT, providing guidelines for medical isolation at home and in 
residence to prevent acute respiratory infections caused by new strain of 
Corona virus. 
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Accordingly, 6 groups of people who show no symptoms of cough, fever, 
shortness of breath (are suspected to be infected with Corona virus) but require 
medical isolation at home and residence include: 

(a) Living in a home or place of residence with a confirmed or suspected 
case during the period of illness; 

(b) Working together with a confirmed or suspected case during the period 
of illness; 

(c) Traveling in a tourist or working group, or playing in a group with a 
confirmed or suspected case during the period of illness; 

(d) Having close contact within 2 meters with a confirmed or suspected 
case during the period of illness under any circumstances; 

(e) Sitting in the same row or in two front or behind rows on the same 
vehicle/ wagon/ aircraft with a confirmed or suspected case; 

(f) Foreigners who enter Vietnam from China or have previously traveled 
to China (except for Hubei Province) within 14 days from the date of 
entry. 

This Decision shall take effect on 7 February 2020. 
 

12. Suspension of business licenses for importers of vehicles with 
maps violating the national sovereignty 
 
On 5 February 2020, the Government issued Decree No. 17/2020/ND-CP, on 
amendments to a number of articles of Decrees relating to business 
investment conditions of certain fields falling within the scope of State 
management functions of the Ministry of Industry and Trade (“Decree 17”). 

The new Decree amends Decree No. 105/2017/ND-CP dated 14 September 
2017 on alcohol business, accordingly several regulations on conditions for 
alcohol business will be cancelled, including: 

(a) The following requirements for wholesale trade in alcohol products 
will be cancelled: 

(i) Traders of alcohol products must have the legal right of use of 
warehouse or system of warehouses, which has the total floor 
area of use of at least 50 m2.  

(ii) Alcohol products intended for trade must conform to the 
regulations on food safety. 

(iii) Traders of alcohol products must fully comply with fire safety 
and environmental protection. 

(b) The following requirements for retailing alcohol products will be 
cancelled:

(i) Alcohol products intended for trade must conform to the 
regulations on food safety. 

(ii) Traders of alcohol products must fully comply with fire safety 
and environmental protection. 

Decree 17 also amends some articles of Decree No. 116/2017/ND-CP dated 17 
October 2017, regulating the suspension and revocation of business licenses 
for automobile import in case of importing enterprises and temporary import of 
cars with navigation software containing maps that violate sovereignty, unity 
and territorial integrity. 

Within 6 months from the date of suspension of business licenses for 
automobile import, if enterprises completely remedy the violations, they shall 
be considered for cancellation of the suspension. 

However, if the enterprise does not completely remedy the violations within 
this time limit, the license will be revoked. 

This Decree shall come into force on 22 March 2020, except those regulating 
the manufacture, assembly, import and business of automobile warranty and 
maintenance services and alcohol business are effective from 5 February 2020. 
 

13. Fines of up to 20 million Vietnamese Dong for spreading fake 
information on Facebook 
 
This is the highlight of Decree No. 15/2020/ND-CP regulating 
administrative penalties imposed in postal, telecommunications, radio 
frequency, information technology and electronic transaction sectors 
(“Decree 15”). 

The new Decree provide for administrative violations, types and levels of 
sanction, remedies, authority to make records and impose administrative 
sanctions in the following fields: Posts; Telecommunications; Radio 
Frequency; Information Technology, including: development of information 
technology industry; investment and procurement; network information 
security; anti-spam; social networks, websites, online games and public 
electronic games. 

Accordingly, the act of sending or accepting or transporting or delivering 
postal parcels containing cultural products contrary to Vietnam’s social ethics 
and fine customs and traditions will be subject to a fine of VND20 - 30 million. 
In addition, organizations can be fined from VND10 million to VND20 million 
for sending, accepting or transporting postal parcels containing: articles and 
goods from Vietnam to countries banned from export/ import; articles and 
goods banned from use or banned from being marketed; articles and goods 
banned from transport by post. 
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A fine of VND 20-30 million also applies to provision of postal services 
without a license; purchase, sale and mortgage of Postal licenses, or for renting 
or lending postal licenses; illegal transfer of Postal licenses. Moreover, the act 
of buying, selling and pledging a Postal license may deprive the right to use a 
Postal license from 1 to 3 months. 

Decree 15 also specifies the sanctions for certain social network users. 
Specifically:  

(a) Fines ranging from VND10 million to VND 20 million will be imposed 
on organizations abusing social networks to perform one of eight 
groups of acts as follows: 

(i) Providing and sharing false and misleading information, 
distorting, slandering and offending reputation of other entities, 
personal honour or dignity; 

(ii) Providing and sharing information aimed at supporting 
unsound customs, superstitious, obscene, depraved and 
improper information contrary to traditions and customs; 

(iii) Providing and sharing detailed information about stabbing, 
murder, accident, horrifying or terrifying scenes;  

(iv) Providing and sharing fabricated information frightening the 
public, provoking violence, crime, debauchery, gambling or 
gambling support, etc; 

(v) Advertising, propagating and sharing information about 
prohibited goods and services; 

(vi) Providing and sharing images of Vietnam map but not 
displaying or improperly displaying the national sovereignty; 

(vii) Using information and images of other individuals to create 
accounts using social networking services. 

In addition to monetary penalties, violators are forced to remove false 
and misleading information from social networks. 

(b) Besides, a fine of from VND 20,000,000 to VND 30,000,000 shall be 
imposed for disclosing information on the list of state secrets, personal 
privacy secrets and other secrets that are not enough to be subject to 
criminal liability. 

Notes:  Persons committing the same violations as organizations have to pay a 
half of the fine to be applied to organizations. 

This Decree shall take effect on 15 April 2020, and shall replace Decree 
No.174/2013/ND-CP dated 13 November 2013 and Article 2 in Decree 
No.49/2017/ND-CP dated 24 April 2017, amending Article 15 of Decree 
No.25/2011/ND-CP dated 6 April 2011 of the Government detailing and 
guiding the implementation of a number of articles of the Telecommunications 
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Law and Article 30 of Decree No. 174/2013/ND-CP dated 13 November 2013 
of the Government, on administrative penalties in the fields of posts, 
telecommunications, information technology and radio frequencies. 
 

14. New features under ASEAN Patent Examination Co-operation 
(ASPEC) 
 
The ASPEC Program is the regional patent cooperation project which 
commenced on 15 June 2009. The program enables IP offices from 
participating ASEAN member states (“AMS”) including Brunei, Cambodia, 
Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and 
Vietnam to utilize the search and examination (“S&E”) results from another 
participating AMS IP office as reference in its own S&E work. For patent 
applicants, when an ASPEC request is filed at a participating AMS IP Office 
in accordance with the requirements at that Office, the applicant will be able 
to benefit from expedited processes from the time of filing the ASPEC 
request until grant.  

Starting on 27 August 2019, 2 new features under ASPEC have been 
introduced:  

1.1.   ASPEC Acceleration for Industry 4.0 Infrastructure and 
Manufacturing (ASPEC AIM) 

 Benefits to applicant: Turnaround time of 6 months to receive 
the first office action if an ASPEC request is made for Industry 
4.0 patent applications. 

 Duration: Initial pilot period of 2 years starting from 27 August 
2019 to 26 August 2021. 

 Capacity:  Up to 50 eligible applications per year. 
 Qualification: The applicable IPC codes should be indicated by 

the first IP Office to determine that the patent application 
belongs to inventions under industry 4.0 invention. 

1.2.   Patent Cooperation Treaty ASPEC (PCT-ASPEC)   

 Benefits to applicant: Additional choice of relying on a Patent 
Cooperation Treaty (PCT) reports issued from an ASEAN 
International Searching Authority/International Preliminary 
Examining Authority (ISA/IPEA). Currently, ASEAN 
ISA/IPEA refers to the Singapore and the Philippines IP 
Offices. 

 Duration: Initial pilot period of 3 years starting from 27 August 
2019 to 26 August 2022. 

 Capacity: Up to 100 applications per year. 
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 Qualification: The basis to be relied upon for examination 
should be an international preliminary examination report or a 
written opinion issued by an ASEAN ISA/IPEA as the first IP 
Office

15. The Intellectual Property Office of Vietnam (IP Vietnam) put 
into trial the “Industrial Property Digital Library" system 
based on the WIPO Publish 
 
On September 24, 2018, Director of the IP Vietnam and General Director of 
WIPO signed the Cooperation Agreement on deployment of the Industrial 
Property Administration System (WIPO IPAS) at the IP Vietnam. 

Under the Cooperation Agreement, WIPO will provide free software and 
support to deploy WIPO IPAS at the IP Vietnam. In addition, WIPO experts 
will assist the IP Vietnam to build a new electronic library site based on the 
WIPO Publish, called the "Industrial Property Digital Library" (Library) 
system. Users can search for published information on industrial property 
subject matters which will be periodically updated (usually once per month) at 
the “Library” website. 

The "Library" has been put into trial since November 20, 2019 and is expected 
to officially operate from March 2020.

providing guidelines for prevention and control of acute respiratory infections 

caused by 2019 Corona virus (COVID-19) at the medical examination and 

treatment facilities. 

 Decision No. 155/QD-BTC dated 7 February 2020 of the Ministry of Finance, on 

the List of commodities exempted from import tax for the purpose of prevention 

and control of acute respiratory infections caused by the new strain of Corona 

virus. 

 Decision No. 344/QD-BYT dated 7 February 2020 of the Minister of Health, 

promulgating "Guidelines for medical isolation at concentrated facilities for 

prevention and control of acute respiratory infections caused by the new strain of 

Corona virus (nCoV)". 

 Decision No. 343/QD-BYT dated 7 February 2020 of the Minister of Health, on 

temporary guidelines for prevention and control of acute respiratory infection 

caused by the new strain of Corona virus (nCoV).
